Servicing Basics

You will need a complete set of tools as provided by your car maker when you purchased the vehicle. This will usually consist of all the spanners（扳手）that you might need.
Completely servicing your car will need a few hours but you will end up saving a lot of money. Besides, it’s fun too and a lot of learning.

Finding a good work-at-home job is not easy. Although you see all the online advertising, there aren’t that many of them. Those that are available may require that you live in a certain area or spend at least some time in the office. Others may be only part-time jobs.

You may be surprised by the people they know and the job information they can provide.
