1、Are you diligently exercising but seeing no results around your midsection(上腹部)? It’s not just you.
Two new studies may explain why many people who begin exercise programs often lose little to no weight in the long run.
In the first study, published in the online science journal PLoS One, researchers compared the daily energy consumption of Westerners and the Hadza, a population of hunter gatherers living in northern Tanzania. Many believe modern Westerners burn fewer calories than in the past because their lives have become more sedentary (久坐的).The Hadza, who are generally very lean, hunt and look for food without modern tools such as vehicles or guns. Men walk about seven miles each day, while women walk about half that.
What was surprising was that although the Hadza seem to be more active, the researchers found little difference in calories burned between the Hadza and the Westerners.
The second study, published in Obesity Reviews, analyzed the effect of exercise interventions on body composition.The researchers found that-contrary to popular belief-when people exercise but keep their energy intake constant their resting metabolic(新陈代谢的)rate actually goes down. Exercisers who ate more calories than they usually do did burn more fat than predicted, but some overate and negated the effects of their hard work.
These studies suggest two things: exercise programs may not lead to as much calorie burn as you would think, and many people start eating more when they exercise, and they may eat too much.
Bottom line, if you start exercising to lose weight, you won’t succeed with the mentality of “I can eat anything because I’ll burn it off later.” You will have better results if you choose a healthy diet of whole grains, fruits and vegetables, lean proteins and healthy fats while exercising. Although these two studies show that diet may be more important than exercise for weight loss, don’t discount the other benefits of exercise, including decreased stress and anxiety, improved mood and reduced risk of cardiovascular(心血管的)disease,diabetes(糖尿病) and some cancers.

Economists work on the assumption that people act rationally. If only life were that simple. Investors certainly don’t always act as they should. Among other unwise acts, they trade too much, do not diversify their portfolios(投资组合)enough and are reluctant to discard under-performing stocks. They may have been born to behave that way.A recent study into investment behavior by Stephan Siegel of Arizona State University’s WP Carey School of Business, and Henrik Crongvist of Claremont McKenna College,illuminates the role that genes play in determining investment decisions.
The authors examine the investment behavior of 15208 pairs of Swedish twins, using data from the country’s twin registry and its tax authority, which until 2007 kept comprehensive records on every financial transaction. Controlling for various factors, they find that identical twins, who share all their genes, were more similar in their investing behavior than fraternal twins (异卵双胞胎)，who share about half their genes.
The authors calculate that genetic factors account for between a quarter and half of the variations in irrational investment behavior between individuals. These factors are at work across more dimensions than just investing. Twins who showed a bias towards buying familiar shares rather than unknown ones, for example. also showed a preference for living closer to their place of birth and for marrying a spouse from the same region. Investors with large portfolios were particularly susceptible to genetic influences.
If genes explain up to a half of the variations in investment behavior, what governs the rest? The authors also calculated the impact of shared environmental influences on the twins as well as the effect of experiences unique to one half of a twin pair. Common childhood experiences like schooling were found to have almost no influence on investment behavior. But individual experiences explain half of the variations between twin pairs-as much as and often more than, genes.
The study has its limitations. It looks at data from only one country during a limited period of time, for example. But it suggests that attempts to persuade people to invest more rationally have some big inbuilt biases to overcome.

三、 阅读理解
1、Surgeons in Japan have transplanted kidney tissue(肾组织) from one rat fetus (胎儿) to another, while the recipient was still in its mother's womb. Study lead Takashi Yokoo, a nephrologist at Jikei University School of Medicine in Tokyo, says the surgery is the first step to one day transplanting fetal pig kidneys into human fetuses that develop without functioning kidneys.
Transplanting an organ before birth could allow it to grow and develop with the fetus, so that the organ is functioning at birth and has less risk of rejection.
In their study, Yokoo and his colleagues genetically modified rats to express a green fluorescent protein(绿色荧光蛋白) in their kidneys, so that the tissue could be tracked. They then extracted the green kidney tissue from rat fetuses, and used a tiny needle to insert it under the skin in the backs of 18-day-old rat fetuses developing in their mothers’ wombs. The rat pups were born after the normal gestation period of around 22 days.
The tissue gradually developed, forming waste-filtering units known as glomeruli (肾小球) and well-divided inner and outer kidney structures. Two-and-a-half weeks later, the kidneys began to produce urine. “The timeline is considered to be almost identical to normal development,” says Yokoo. But because the transplanted kidney was not connected to the ureter (输尿管), the urine had nowhere to go, so the researchers drained the kidney continuously until the rats were euthanized(安乐死) at around five months.
Of the nine fetuses surgically transplanted in four pregnant rats, eight developed fluorescent-green kidneys. In the ninth fetus, the transplanted tissue probably did not embed successfully, says Yokoo.
A close look at the kidneys revealed that the fetuses’ blood vessels had grown inside the donated tissue, which made them less likely to be rejected by the immune system. A major cause of organ-transplant rejection is incompatibility between donor blood vessels and the host’s body, says Gardener. “In this case, the host is infiltrating the organ, and you overcome that. That was really cool.”
Yokoo’s long-term goal is to transplant fetal pig kidneys into human fetuses with Potter syndrome, a condition in which the unborn infant doesn’t develop functioning kidneys and usually dies hours after birth.

Dogs and millionaires have a lot in common. They are relentless opportunists (especially when it comes to rewards). They come in all shapes, sizes and colors. They defend their turf. And in general, they don't like cats. 
Perhaps that explains a new survey that shows that millionaires are far more dog-friendly than the rest of Americans. 
According to a study by Spectrem Group, 58% of millionaire pet owners have a dog. Only 37% own a cat. Only 3% keep fish, 2% birds and 2% have a horse. 
Those stats are far more canine(犬的)-leaning than the rest of the country. According to the Humane Society, 39% of U.S. households own a dog, compared to 33% of households that own a cat. 
Why have millionaires gone to the dogs? 
Jennifer Cona, a trust and estates attorney and partner with Genser Subow Genser & Cona in New York, does a lot of work on pet trusts. She said that of all the pet trusts she’s worked on, 90% are for dogs and only 10% are for cats. (She’s written only one parakeet(长尾小鹦鹉) trust.) 
She said dogs provide one thing especially important to the wealthy: “unconditional love.” 
“You don’t get that from a cat,” she said. “Dogs are like children for some families, except they don’t mess up in college or run off with money. Sometimes it’s easy to see why dogs are the favorite child.” 
Plus, she says, millionaires know that dogs don’t love them for their money. 
“It’s unbiased love and money doesn’t enter into the equation,” she said. “That’s important.” 
Millionaires show their love for their dogs in part by their spending. One quarter of millionaire pet owners spend more than $1, 000 a year on their pets every year, the Spectrem study said, while more than half spend more than $500 a year. 
Many would say those numbers are understated, given all the diamond-dog collars, chateaubriand(烤大牛排)dog foods and booming dog spas in evidence these days. Not to mention the medical bills. 
The survey showed that 34% of pet owners spend money on grooming(装扮), while only 6% spend on “sweaters, accessories, outfits and costumes.” 
More than half of millionaire pet owners spend money on teeth cleaning for their pets. More than 16%, meanwhile, said they would spend money on reconstructive knee surgery, hip surgery and “anti-anxiety, anti-depression” medication for their pets. 
Money, I suppose, can’t buy happiness – even for dogs.

Women are a lot more likely to suffer a broken heart than men, researchers say. The good news is that it probably won’t kill people.
In the first national study of its kind researchers at the University of Arkansas looked at rates of“broken heart syndrome(综合征)”when a sudden shock or long-term stress causes heart attack-like symptoms or heart failure and found that it overwhelmingly affects women.
Women are at least seven times more likely than men to suffer the syndrome, according to data presented recently at the American Heart Association conference in Orlando.“It’s the only cardiac(心脏的;心脏病的)condition where there’s such a female preponderance(数量优势)Dr. Abhiram Prasad a Mayo Clinic cardiologist who was not associated with the study.Heart attack and heart disease of course, strike men more often and earlier in life than women.
Broken heart syndrome can happen in response to shocking or suddenly emotional events both positive ones like winning the lottery(彩票)， or negative ones like a car accident or the unexpected death of a loved one. A flood of stress hormones and adrenaline(肾上腺素)causes part of the heart to enlarge temporarily and triggers symptoms that can look like heart attack: chest pain shortness of breath, irregular heart rhythm.The difference is that the factors that would normally cause heart attack are not present.
Doctors have long known about broken heart syndrome-first described by Japanese researchers two decades ago and that it seemed to occur mostly in women. So, Dr.Abhishek Deshmukh,a cardiologist at the University of Arkansas who has treated women with broken heart syndrome, became curious about just how gender-specific the condition was.Using a federal database that included data from roughly 1,000 hospitals, Deshmukh found 6,229 cases of broken heart syndrome in 2007. Of those, only 671just under 11%-were in men.
Researchers don’t know what causes the gender difference, but they have some ideas. One theory is that hormones play a role. Another is that men have more adrenaline receptors on cells in their hearts than women do, “so maybe men are able to handle stress better” and the chemical surge it releases, Deshmukh said.

What makes cells age? Wear and tear,yes. But biologically, says Dr.David Sinclair, professor of genetics at Harvard Medical School, it’s lack of oxygen that signals cells that it’s their time to go. Without oxygen, the energy engines known as the mitochondria(线粒体)become less efficient at turning physiological fuel likeghucose(葡萄糖)into the energy that the cells need to function. Eventually, they shut down.
But in a paper published in the journal Cell,Sinclair and his colleagues describe for the first time a compound naturally made by young cells that is able to make older cells energetic and youthful again.In an experiment in mice, the team found that giving older mice a chemical called NAD for just one week made 2-year-old-mice tissue resemble that of 6-month-old mice(in human years that would be like a 60-year-old’s cells becoming more like those belonging to a20-year-oid).
As animals age, says Sinclair, levels of NAD drop by 50%; with less of the compound, the communication between the cell and its mitochondrial energy source also pauses occasionally, and the cell becomes easily hurt from common aging attacks-inflammation(炎症),muscle wasting(肌肉萎缩)and slower metabolism(新陈代谢).By tricking the cell into thinking it’s young again, with adequate amounts of NAD, aging can theoretically be reversed.
His next step is to put NAD in the drinking water of his mice and see if they take longer to develop the typical chronic diseases linked to aging, such as inflammation, muscle wasting and cancer.The pathway may become an important target for cancer researchers as well, since tumors(肿瘤)typically grow in low- oxygen conditions and are more common in older patients.
Because NAD is a naturally occurring compound that simply declines with age, Sinclair is optimistic that boosting its levels in people won’t have as many significant negative effects as introducing an entirely new compound might.“If a body is slowly falling apart and losing the ability to regulate itself effectively, we can get it back on track to what it was in its 20s and 30s,” he says.

Passage 2
Middle aged men who drink 2.5 drinks per day may accelerate memory loss by six years, according to a new study.
Researchers from University College London in the UK assessed the drinking habits of 5,054 men and 2,099 women at three different times over a ten year period. When the participants turned 56,they took the first of three tests of their memory and executive function over the next 10 years.
They report in the journal Neurology that men who downed an average of 2.5 drinks per day showed signs of memory loss sooner than men who didn’t drink or men who were lighter to moderate drinkers. Even after they controlled for memory-affecting factors such as their diet and exercise habits and occupation, the connection held. The researchers didn’t find a similar trend among women, although the heavier drinking women did show deficits in organization and planning skills.
A drink was classified as beer,wine or liquor, and while those ardent spirits(烈性酒) like vodka(伏特加酒)，gin or whiskey showed the fastest declines, there didn’t appear to be any differences in memory loss among those drinking beer or wine.
It’s not the first study to document the negative effect that drinking can have on cognitive(认知的)functions. But it is among the first to look at its effects starting in younger, middle aged people.And it demonstrated how little alcohol it takes to affect higher order functions like memory.According to the National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism, for men drinking up to four drinks a day is considered low risk drinking, while up to three drinks daily is considered low risk for women. When measuring potential health risks associated with drinking, the Centers for Disease Control says moderate consumption involves up to two drinks daily for men and one alcoholic beverage a day for women
The researchers speculate that alcohol somehow interferes with blood flow to the brain. Previous studies showed that excessive drinking can also damage nerve cells that can affect the brain’s cognitive functions,but these latest findings suggest that the harm may begin sooner than experts had thought-and last longer than they had expected as well.

Passage 3
Direct criticism is an essential part of science,for it is how bad ideas are removed from good ones. So when Randy Schekman one of the 2013 crop of Nobel prize-winners (for physiology or medicine, in his case),decided to criticize the way scientific journals are run,he did not hold back.
Dr Schekman chose the week of the prize giving to announce that the laboratory he runs at the University of California,Berkeley, will resist what he describes as “luxury journals”. By that he meant those commonly regarded as the most famous, such as Cell, Nature and Science.
He levels two charges against such journals. The first is that, aware of their reputation and keen to protect it,they artificially restrict the number of papers they accept-acting, as he put it in an interview with the Guardian, a British newspaper, like “fashion designers who create limited-edition handbags or suits.. know[ing] scarcity stimulates demand”.Their behavior, he says is more helpful for the selling of subscriptions than the publishing of the best research.
Second, he argues that science as a whole is being distorted(歪曲) by wrong motivations, especially the tyranny (暴虐)of the “impact factor”, a number that aims to measure how important a given journal is. Researchers who publish in journals with a high impact factor-like the three named above-can expect promotion, pay rises and professional honors. Those that do not can expect obscurity(默默无闻)or even nemployment, a Darwinian system known among academics as “publish or perish”.
Dr Schekman may not be the most disinterested commentator. Besides his job at Berkeley, he also edits eLife,an open-access journal with ambitions to compete with the top dogs, and which is supported by a trio of wealthy science charities. Many worry that the pressure to publish flashy research in famous journals encourages hype and faddishness. Jobbing scientists can be reluctant to speak up,fearful of the damage they might do to their careers by rocking the boat But one of the many advantages of being a Nobel winner is that you no longer have to worry about such things.

With more and more parents working outside the home, students are very aware that it is difficult for school officials to contact their parents, and that even if they do, their parents often refuse to respond. Exacerbating this problem further, the parents may refuse to come to the school when asked if a child has been in trouble repeatedly, because they are tired of dealing with the child's problems. They believe the school is at fault or they believe there is nothing they can do to control the child. 
Sometimes parents do not respond because they were unsuccessful in their own school experience; they view school as a hostile environment. Likewise, a parent who does come to the school may support the student's disruptive or violent behavior as another form of "bribery" to gain their child's affection, particularly when the relationship between the two is strained. This is most apparent in aggressive parents who have minimal parenting skills. Further, teachers report about students; even very young students, who state that their parents have told them that they do not have to do what the teacher says or that if anyone flies to take something from them, or insults or hits them, they should fight back. Unfortunately, many parents admit that they have so instructed their child and are offended when teachers question such directions.
  These types of parenting are evident across the socioeconomic spectrum. Parenting that indulges, neglects, abuses or ignores children, and that fails to provide strong, positive guidance, discipline and nurturance, contributes to the spread of violence in schools. Such parenting is seen in families plagued by chronic unemployment and poverty, especially when parents are concentrating more on the economic survival of the family than on the attitudes and behavior of the children. It is also seen in affluent families that indulge their children's every material request. Lastly, it is seen in families where parents do not have much time to spend with their children because of job demands.

There are many theories about the beginning of drama in ancient Greece. The one most widely accepted today is based on the assumption that drama evolved (演化) from ceremony. The argument for this view goes as follows.
       In the beginning, human beings viewed the natural forces of the world -even the seasonal changes - as unpredictable, and they sought through various means to control these unknown and feared powers. Those measures which appeared to bring the desired results were then kept and repeated until they hardened into fixed ceremonies. Eventually stories arose which explained the mysteries of the ceremonies. As time passed some ceremonies were abandoned, but the stories, later called myths, remained and provided material for art and drama.
       Those who believe that drama evolved out of ceremony also argue that those ceremonies contained the seed of theater because music, dance, masks, and costumes were almost always used. Furthermore, a suitable site had to be provided for performances and when the entire community did not participate, a clear division was usually made between the “acting area” and the “auditorium”.  In addition, there were performers, and, since considerable importance was attached to avoiding mistakes in the performing of ceremonies, religious leaders usually took that task. Wearing masks and costumes, they often acted other people, animals, or supernatural beings, and imitated the desired effect -- success in hunt or battle, the coming rain, etc. -as an actor might. Eventually such dramatic representations were separated from religious activities.
      Another theory traces(追溯) the theater’s origin from the human interest in story telling. According to this view, tales (about the hunt, war, etc) are gradually developed, at first through the use of action and dialogue, and then through the assumption of each of the roles by a different person. A closely related theory traces theater to those dances that are primarily rhythmical and gymnastic or that are imitations of animal movements and sounds.

Dogs and millionaires have a lot in common. They are relentless opportunists (especially when it comes to rewards). They come in all shapes, sizes and colors. They defend their turf. And in general, they don't like cats.
Perhaps that explains a new survey that shows that millionaires are far more dog-friendly than the rest of Americans.
According to a study by Spectrem Group, 58% of millionaire pet owners have a dog. Only 37% own a cat. Only 3% keep fish, 2% birds and 2% have a horse.
Those stats are far more canine(犬的)-leaning than the rest of the country. According to the Humane Society, 39% of U.S. households own a dog, compared to 33% of households that own a cat.
Why have millionaires gone to the dogs?
Jennifer Cona, a trust and estates attorney and partner with Genser Subow Genser & Cona in New York, does a lot of work on pet trusts. She said that of all the pet trusts she’s worked on, 90% are for dogs and only 10% are for cats. (She’s written only one parakeet(长尾小鹦鹉) trust.)
She said dogs provide one thing especially important to the wealthy: “unconditional love.”
“You don’t get that from a cat,” she said. “Dogs are like children for some families, except they don’t mess up in college or run off with money. Sometimes it’s easy to see why dogs are the favorite child.”
Plus, she says, millionaires know that dogs don’t love them for their money.
“It’s unbiased love and money doesn’t enter into the equation,” she said. “That’s important.”
Millionaires show their love for their dogs in part by their spending. One quarter of millionaire pet owners spend more than $1, 000 a year on their pets every year, the Spectrem study said, while more than half spend more than $500 a year.
Many would say those numbers are understated, given all the diamond-dog collars, chateaubriand(烤大牛排)dog foods and booming dog spas in evidence these days. Not to mention the medical bills.
The survey showed that 34% of pet owners spend money on grooming(装扮), while only 6% spend on “sweaters, accessories, outfits and costumes.”
More than half of millionaire pet owners spend money on teeth cleaning for their pets. More than 16%, meanwhile, said they would spend money on reconstructive knee surgery, hip surgery and “anti-anxiety, anti-depression” medication for their pets.
Money, I suppose, can’t buy happiness – even for dogs.

When I was growing up, my friends and I assumed that wherever we traveled in the world, there would be someone who spoke English. “That haughty attitude may have been okay in the past, but it’s naïve today,” says Martha Abbott, executive director of education for the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages, a nonprofit organization in Alexandria, Virginia. “In many cultures, business doesn’t get done in the conference room -- it happens at social events, and in these settings you can’t always rely on an interpreter being there.” In other words, if you want to be successful dealing with other cultures, you need to speak their language.
However, only 15 percent of public elementary schools teach a foreign language -- a drop from 24 percent a decade ago, according to the Center for Applied Linguistics, a nonprofit bilingual language education group in Washington, D.C. Middle schools have seen a similar decline (58 percent now offer it, down from 75 percent), while nine out of ten high schools have maintained their program. The reasons behind this negative trend are depressingly familiar: Budgets are strapped, and federal funding for education is tied to test scores in math and reading, which has made foreign-language programs seem expendable.
Schools that do teach languages have shifted their focus. Mainstays such as French, German, and Latin are fading in popularity while Spanish has become the most popular, which makes sense because there are more than 35 million people who speak it here. Yet, Mandarin is booming: During the past decade, the number of public and private grade schools that teach it has expanded from 300 to around 1,600. Arabic is also on the rise, in part due to a federal push to prepare Americans to fill crucial national-security jobs.
“Foreign-language patterns tend to change based on economic and strategic needs,” says Abbott. For instance, Russian lessons spiked during the Cold War, while Japanese became popular in the 1980s as Japan became a global business leader. Now Mandarin is becoming the must-learn foreign language, a nod to the fact that experts predict China will become the world’s number-one economy by the time our preschoolers finish college.
